key drivers influencing their decision to study in Uzbekistan. The main motivations
include affordability, safety, quality of education, and cultural experience.
Educational tourism is shown to contribute to the economy, cross-cultural
communication, and the country’s global image. The findings highlight that
personal, academic, economic, and cultural dimensions of motivation jointly shape
Uzbekistan’s reputation as a growing educational destination in Central Asia.
