Annotation: The article is devoted to the understanding of ancient literature
as the fundamental cultural and intellectual foundation of Europe. The focus is on
the geographical and chronological context of ancient literature: from the polis
culture of Ancient Greece in the 8th—4th centuries BC (lonia, Attica, Peloponnese)
to the literary tradition of Ancient Rome in the 3rd century BC — 5th century AD,
where the Greek heritage was reinterpreted and integrated into the Roman
civilization model. It shows how the historical conditions of the Mediterranean, the
peculiarities of the social structure and the development of writing influenced the
formation of literary forms and themes. The section "Golden Milestones: Genres and
Great Names" examines the key genres of ancient literature — epic, lyric, drama,
historiography and philosophical prose — as well as their role in the formation of

aesthetic and ethical norms. The article analyzes the contribution of major authors,

whose works set the canon of artistic thinking._a
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European literary tradition. Special attention is paid to the section "Heritage and
meanings: why Antiquity is relevant”, where ancient literature is interpreted as a
source of universal ideas about man, society, duty, freedom and responsibility. It is
emphasized that the appeal to the ancient heritage remains relevant in modern
humanitarian knowledge, since ancient texts continue to serve as the basis for the
interpretation of cultural processes and the formation of humanistic values. When we
talk about the origins of European culture, philosophy, drama, and even political
thought, we inevitably return to the shores of the Mediterranean Sea, to the world of
ancient Greece and Rome. Ancient literature is not just a collection of ancient texts,
but a living foundation on which all subsequent Western art was built. Her plots,
Images, genres, and issues have continued to excite minds and hearts for more than
two millennia.
