Origin, development and spread 

The United States' European roots stem from the colonial English and Spanish settlers 

of North America during British and Spanish rule. The English people, unlike other peoples 

in the British Isles, were an absolute majority ethnic group in the 17th century (the colony's 

population was 250,000 in 1700). They made up 47.9% of the total population of 3.9 
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million people. At the time of the first census of 1790, 60% of whites accounted for their 

share (3.5% Welsh, 8.5% Scots-Irish, 4.3% Scottish, 4.7% Irish, 7.2% German, 2.7% 

Dutch, 1.7% French, and 2% Swedes)2. The English ethnic group contributed to the major 

cultural, social thinking, and attitudes that became a feature of America. The total 

population in each colony ranged from 30% in Pennsylvania to 85% in Massachusetts3. A 

large proportion of non-English immigrants from the 1720s to 1775, such as Germans 

(100,000 or more) and Scots (250,000), enriched and transformed the English cultural 

substrate4.  

Religious views were among some versions of Protestantism (1.6% of the population 

were English, German, and Irish Catholics). 

Individualism, freedom, and equality are of particular importance as core values in 

U.S. society. Individualism is based on a person's independence, pursuit of personal goals, 

and the manifestation of his or her potential. 

The concept of freedom, on the other hand, is related to the protection of human rights 

and the ability to express one's opinion freely. The idea of equality means that all citizens 

are equal before the law.
